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I hope everyone is ready for a great band camp. | am hoping for some cooler weather but if it isn’t in the
plan we will make it through camp just fine.

First of all I would like to share the schedule for band camp. The pageantry has their own schedule which
was passed out during the pageantry orientation. The first two days of Freshman and New member
camp (July 31st and August 1st) will be spent getting to know one another. It is really important that all
freshmen attend these two days as they will be given the building blocks for a foundation that will help
them succeed during marching season. We will be playing some icebreaker games and learning the
fundamentals of marching (students will need to have close-toed shoes and sunscreen). The camp starts
at noon and ends at 9:00 pm. We will break for dinner at 4:00 pm for exactly one hour. Students may
wish to bring a sack dinner or money to eat off campus. Please eat a good lunch before you are dropped
off at RBV.

The official Band Camp starts on Wednesday, August 2nd, at noon. Everyone will begin in the band room
at RBV for the first hour. From 1pm to 3pm each section will break up into groups with a professional
adult teacher for each instrument. We will reconvene from 3pm till 4pm and work on the field show music.
Dinner will be from 4pm till 5pm and students may bring a sack dinner or go across the street and
purchase food from one of the fast food restaurants. All students will meet in the stadium at 5pm for
marching rehearsal that will go till 9pm. Most parents will arrive for the last hour of the rehearsal to watch
their student’s progress. If you are picking your student up, 9:20pm in front of the school would be a
better time to do so.

Second, | would just like to give some tips for a successful experience at band camp. Besides packing a
healthy dinner and eating a healthy lunch, most students bring a small cooler for water. Some even
freeze a plastic bottle of water and wrap it in tin foil to keep it cool. Students will need to bring sun screen
and closed toe shoes for marching. All RBV dress code protocol will be enforced. | would not
recommend wearing heavy clothes like jeans or “skater” shoes. It may get cool in the evening and a
sweatshirt is usually all that is needed.

Lastly, it is very important to bring a good attitude and expect that there is going to be a lot of work
involved and twice as much fun. The RBV Band and Pageantry has the reputation as being one of the
best marching bands in the state and there is a good reason for this; we work extremely hard towards our
goals. As you can see from the band camp schedule there is a preview concert and BBQ at the
conclusion. Please attend and learn more about how you can help your son or daughter have an amazing
experience with the RBV Band and Pageantry.

Values (small book) is $20.00. Depending on the
number of books sold throughout all the school's
fundraising groups combined, the student can
receive UP TO $10.00 per book sold (this is not a
guaranteed amount however). Entertainment
books can be purchased on-line for out of state/out
of area friends and families as well, and credit can
still be applied to the student's account. Please
contact Penny Elliot to obtain the books.

SCRIP

Scrip is a year-round fundraiser where gift cards
are purchased for a discounted amount. This
discount, less a pro-rated shipping and handling
fee, is credited to your student’s account and may
be used for any band or pageantry expenses (for
example, $100 of Stater Brothers is purchased for
$95 + s/h). Orders are placed every other week
during the school year (except being school
breaks).

All orders must be prepaid and are collected
before 7 pm on the Monday order dates -
shipments arrive by Friday of the same week. The
company we use is Great Lakes Scrip.

Uniforms

Care, Wear and Hair

I's the start of another fun-filled marching
season!

We'd like to thank all of the parents and students
that have helped us during the uniform fittings.
We couldn’t have done it without your help!

If there are any parents who would like to help
us with uniforms, or any question you may have,
please contact Penny (732-1132) or Stacie (724-
3953). Students can also contact their
guartermasters, Jen Cherry & Katie Stansbury
for help.

The following section is a list of uniform
requirements that have been established over
the years, to help our students look their best.
Please take a moment to read through these, to
help prepare your student for a successful
marching season!

MANDATORY UNIFORM REQUIREMENTS

PREPARATION: All students must wear a pair
of WHITE bike shorts, WHITE socks that covers
up to mid-calf (no skin showing, please), and a
WHITE t-shirt under the uniform jacket. NO tank
tops, colored socks or underwear (visible
through the white uniform pants). Student
change as a group, and should be properly
dressed for changing among other students.

SHOES: All shoes/shoelaces need to be
cleaned, and if needed, polished with white shoe
polish for leather at home, before reporting for
each performance. Please do not use white-out
on these leather shoes. Band shoes should
NEVER be stored in the uniform bag, and
should always be taken home to be cleaned.
Hint: | put my student’s shoes in the wash with
my whites, and air-dried — comes out looking like
new!

Please remember to mark BOTH shoes, on the
inside of the tongue (where it won't wear off),
with your student’s first and last names with a
Sharpie. Every year, we have instances when
(one or both) shoes get misplaced/lost, or
accidentally worn by other students right before
a performance — a very frustrating experience!
So please make sure you mark those shoes!

HAIR: Should be pinned up off the collar before
reporting for a performance. Minor adjustments
will be made once the band hat is on. Guys who
do not wish to cut their hair will be required to
wear a hair net/cap prior to putting on the band
hat.

PERSONAL HYGIENE: NO makeup, perfume /
cologne, scented sprays, or jewelry is allowed
while in uniform. Makeup can stain uniforms,
and not often removable through dry cleaning.
Majority of fragrances/body sprays are alcohol-
based, and can damage the fibers in the uniform
jacket. Also, the scent gets absorbed into the
fabric, and also into other uniforms when stored
in the uniform bins. Jewelry is prohibited,
because no band member should stand out from
the rest of the band.

UNIFORM STORAGE: No street clothes/shoes
or other personal items are to be stored in the
uniform bags (we don’t want smelly uniforms or
uniform bins!). NO band shoes are to be stored
in the uniform bag, and should be taken home
after each performance to be cleaned (see
SHOES above).

CARE: Absolutely NO food, beverages, candy,
gum, soda, juice, etc. of any type is to be
consumed while in uniform — WATER ONLY.

We look forward to a fun-filled season, spending
many early mornings, late evenings, and long
bus rides together, so let's help our students
perform at their award-winning best!
